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CPPC Relaxes, Takes Train
for Glass Museum Day Trip

What a day we had on
Saturday, May 2. The train trip was
great fun. CPPC filled one car so
people wandered the aisle visiting
and munched on the muffins and
treats Vicki Williams boxed for
each of us.

Fueled with carbs, we hiked
from the Amtrak station to the
Tacoma Dome station to take the
Link to the Museum District. Some
very bright members took a taxi
straight to Harmon Brewing Pub
where we all had lunch.

The 500 foot long Dale
Chihuly Bridge of Glass is a wide
footbridge across I-705, leading
from the historic Union Station and
the m-shaped Washington State
History Museum to the Museum of
Glass. The three exhibits from the
Chihuly glass studios captivated
our attention. The Seafoam
Pavilion is a suspended ceiling
about 24 inches deep and 75-80 feet
long with panels containing blown
glass figures of sea creatures and
fantastical flowers. Backlighting
from the sky adds to the underwater
effect. Further along the bridge is
the Venetian Wall about 20 feet
high and 60 feet wide with glass
vases, urns and bottles of incredible
shapes, colors and textures. Each
piece is displayed in a separate
glass cubicle. It must be dazzling
when the sun shines through the
display.

Inside the museum, an
exhibit section features works
by a rotation of different artists.
Another segment displays various
aspects of glass in art with brief
descriptions on plaques mounted
on the walls in case you are not led
by a tour guide. Inthe Kids Design
Glass studio youngsters of all ages

are encouraged
to sketch and
submit their ideas
for blown glass
designs. Each
month a design
is selected to be
cast and joins the
display of kids’
concepts in their
final states. The
Hot Spot is a 200-
seat amphitheater

looking down at Most of the crowd boarded at the Vancouver Amtrak station, waiting for the

a working glass
studio. Details
about each aspect of the museum

are available at http://www.
museumofglass.org/.

Our group split up to visit the
history museum, the art museum
and other destinations. It would be
easy to spend an entire day at the
history museum. The displays are
varied and many are interactive with
display drawers kids can pull out and
look at. On the top floor is a gigantic
set up for model trains as if they
are running through historic areas
of the state. A three-screen theater
shows a movie about the history of
the Columbia River. http://www.
washingtonhistory.org/wshm/model-
railroad.aspx.

When we left the museums a
torrential downpour was in progress.
We caught the Link back to the
Tacoma Dome station, and wandered
the indoor shops in an old warehouse
building looking for dinner to take on
the train home.

It was a generally soggy group
that met up at the Amtrak station
for the ride home. The vote was
unanimous - it was a great day and
we were glad we didn’t have to drive
home!
