Twenty-six members were present, 
three more attended via Zoom.

President Jim Wheat called the meet-
ing to order at 7:00PM and led the mem-
bership in the flag salute.

Jim thanked John and Kathleen Coo-
per for providing refreshments.

Guest speaker for the evening was 
Dale Moreau, a professional photogra-
pher who specializes in automobiles. 
He presented a slide show of some of 
his pictures, including some from his 
years working with Freightliner’s ad-
vertising department.

Phil Hall will be presenting at our 
July meeting, about the Halls’ cross-
country drive in their 1954 Plymouth.

Jim Wheat will be presenting in Au-
gust about some historical subjects and 
a drive to the bottom of the Grand Can-
yon.

After Dale Moreau’s presentation, 
early in the evening to accommodate 
members zooming in from the East 
Coast, Jim Wheat picked up the familiar 
order of business.

Jim and Randy Ealy reported on the 
June 18 Cruise-In. A complete report ap-
peared in last months newsletter. Nine-
ty-four cars – 55 pre-registered, another 
39 registering at the show – showed 
up in spite of forecast rain that became 
a reality by the time awards were be-
ing handed out. IWe gave $1000 to the 
Clackamas Community College track 
team for their help in parking cars, and 
turned over $2650 to our scholarship 
fund at CCC for auto technology stu-

dents. That left $2000 for the club trea-
sury.

Randy noted some concerns about 
next year’s event, suggesting that find-
ing a location may be a challenge next 
year. . A remodel is planned for Clacka-
mette Park, and it’s unknown if they 
will allow car shows when the work is 
completed. The Interpretive Center was 
only a good option for this year because 
the Museum was closed and the park-
ing lot was available. Returning to the 
Clackamas Community College cam-
pus is problematic because of tradition-
ally low turnout, and rules about food 
service rather than attracting vendors. 
The cruise-in committee will have a 
lot to discuss when they start meeting 
again.

Randy reported that thirty per cent of 
the attendees at our event got awards.
