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Variable, intermittent fuel failure — testing resources, knowledge and patience

From the desk of one who is tired of
roadside seminars.

Phil Hall has been working on and
off, as schedule permits, to solve the
fuel mystery on the Hall’'s 54 Plym-
outh. The malady consists of low fuel
pressure or even no fuel at all. It var-
ies.

We have gone through new fuel
lines, new fuel filters, and new me-
chanical fuel pumps. The various
types of electric fuel pumps I have in-
stalled seem to be great around town,
but they only last somewhere in the
vicinity of 2,500 miles or so. Most clas-
sic car owners would be ok with that;
however, we like to drive our 54 on
cross-country tours and so 2,500 miles
doesn’t cut it.

After quite a little work, actually af-
ter quite a lot of work, I felt I was run-
ning out of options, so I began to look
at the camshaft. AllI can say, is that it
has been brutal. I finally had to pull
the engine entirely out of the car to get
the cam out.

I could not find any specs for the
cam lobe that runs the fuel pump, so
I compared it with my micrometer
to two other used cams that I have.
Guess what? All three cams had dif-
ferent readings. Of course. So, I called
“Camshaft Grinding and Remanufac-
turing” in Vancouver, Washington.
They would be glad to look at our cam.
Away to Vancouver we went.

Camshaft Grinding and Remanu-

facturing will take your breath away.
Their facility is a massive building the
size of a hanger for a 747. Camshafts
are their only business. A young man
looked at our cam. We were to leave it
and they would give us a call. OK.
Before I could leave, the owner of
the company with 40 years of experi-
ence in camshafts came over to give our
cam a look. He disappeared into his
shop. After about 10 or 15 minutes, he
returned with a brand new, totally un-
molested NOS cam for a 218 MOPAR
engine. He went to work with his mi-
crometer to compare the two cams and

pronounced that our cam had virtually
no wear on the fuel pump lobe. Quite
a verdict for a camshaft that has been
way over 300,000 miles.

The owner of the business said that
he could not remember a failure on a
camshaft lobe that runs the fuel pump.
Can you believe it? Well, we tried.

We are discouraged, but not defeat-
ed. Hope springs eternal. I will let you
all know how we end up solving this
problem and I know that we will solve
it. Persistence is the name of the game.
Until next time.
